My comments on my winners:
Yorkshire Terrier 

Junior (Bitch)
1st Alleyne’s ROYALJOY HEART MELODY a 17-month-old moderately long, evenly coated bitch having an attractive head and expression. Well bodied but not overly so and of good weight. Striking in appearance. Free moving. Best of Breed and CC.
Cocker Spaniel

Limit (Bitch)
1st Dirikis’ OXLIP DARLING a 3-year-old well made bitch. Pleasing true front, length of body, spring of rib and ribbed well back. Firm top-line and stable, nicely angled hindquarters. Standing presents a very attractive profile. True action front and rear but would like more purposeful enthusiasm on the move. Best of Breed and CC
Hungarian Vizsla

Limit (Dog)
1st Elliot’s SH. CH. ATLANTICSHIRE HIGHLANDER a 21-month-old workmanlike, medium sized male who has an attractive head of pleasing shape and proportions. Sturdy in body and having good bone. Pleasing in overall shape and muscle condition. Moved with a free positive action. Best of Breed and CC
Weimaraner
Junior (Dog)
1st Parravicino’s BRUNO VON DER VOGELWEIDE a 12-month-old extremely well bodied male who has a good basic structure. Masculine head, set on good length neck. Lost his shape due to substance of body and needs to be fitter and have better muscle definition which would improve shape and movement.

Retriever (Golden)

Puppy (Dog)
1st William’s MOONSHINE PROPHECY a 9-month-old super quality puppy who has excellent bone and body development. Soundly made all through. Handsome head which is breed typical, needs to grow into his ears. True front, he has fore-chest and a well-made body and sound hindquarters. Moved with a mature, true action front and rear. Best of Breed CC, Best Gundog Group and Best Puppy in Show.
Retriever (Labrador)
Puppy (Dog)
1st King’s ZINZARA COOKIE DOUGH a 10-month-old well-grown youngster who has pleasing bone and body. Attractive head, body and hindquarters. Needs to settle on the stand to give of his best. Better mover of class. Best Male.
2nd Foster’s ZINZARA BUTTER PECAN litter brother to 1st who also is well-boned and has pleasing body development. Not as together as 1st so looks a little out of proportion. Needs to settle both standing and moving.
Puppy (Bitch)

1st ZINZARA COCONUT CREAM a very promising 10-month-old who has a pleasing overall side profile. Very attractive head set on proportional length neck. Well made, she has a true front with obvious fore-chest and good body development, length, and top-line with moderate hindquarters. Moved well and free. Best Puppy, CC, Best of Breed and Reserve Best Puppy in Gundog Group and Reserve in Group
Open (Bitch)

1st Clarke’s SH CH ZINZARA DARCY’S DELIGHT a well bodied 8-year-old who has an attractive head and expression. Pigment could be better. True front, good width, tight elbows. Sturdy well covered body particularly over the loin. Moderately angled hindquarters. Moved freely but a bit laboured. 
Akita

Limit (Dog)
1st Springer’s BLACKWOLF EIKO SUMMER an 18-month-old shapely bitch who has a pleasing head shape. Strong neck, true front of good width, sturdy in body, pleasing proportions with nicely let down hindquarters. Free moving but tending to crab slightly behind. CC and Best of Breed.

French Bulldog
 1st Pitcher’s JAFRAK SWEET CAROLINE a quality 15-month-old youngster who has a particularly impressive head and expression. She is of sturdy conformation with good bone and nothing in exaggeration. Good width parallel front, compact body and moderate stable hindquarters. Free and positive on the move. Best of Breed, CC, Best Utility group and reserve Best in Show.

Bouvier Des Flandres
Open (Bitch)

1st Ashby’s CH CALLIOPE CONNIE (AI) C.D. a compact, short coupled mature 5-year-old who has a good head and expression. True front with pleasing width, powerfully built body with good ribbing, stable moderately angled hindquarters. Body needs to firm up. Free, purposeful movement but lacked energy and enthusiasm. Best of Breed.

Dobermann
Junior

1st Forde’s SANT KREAL HALISHA a 17-month-old shapely bitch who has an attractive head and expression. Good length neck, true front although a bit narrow, firm body and hindquarters. A bit unsettled both standing and on the move. Reserve CC.

Limit (Bitch)

1st Cox’s NEW EDEN FAIROZA an impressive 22-month-old powerful looking bitch who has a pleasing side profile. She has an attractive head and confident expression, good length neck and firm, sturdy body with balance in angulation front and rear. Moved with enthusiasm but needs to steady to give of her best. CC and Best of Breed,

Rottweiler
Novice (Dog)

1st Nelson’s LEVI HAUSE VANDERGRIFT a 19-month-old sturdily built male who has a pleasing head and eye. Notable overall make and shape being balanced and in proportion.  True front with pleasing fill-in and width. Good substance of body and moderate hindquarters which perhaps could have more definite bend of stifle. Free and positive mover. Reserve Dog CC.

Open (Dog)

1st Welch’s CH RALF VON DER TALPLATZ a quality ‘all male’, mature 5-year-old of imposing size and great substance being all in proportion and having a handsome head, dark eyes and ideal ears in size, shape and set. Pleasing self-confident expression with well-defined stop. Balanced in angulations front and rear with ideal body proportions length/height and having firm substance. He possesses breed quality with the appearance of strength and power. He moved with assured purpose with true action in front and good width drive behind. My Dog CC, Best of Breed, Best in Working Group and Best In Show.
2nd Allsopp’s BASTA VOM ZECWALD  a 2-year-old well-built powerful looking male who has a handsome head set on a strong neck, true, well-boned front with pleasing fore-chest. Substantial body and stable, moderately angled hindquarters. Free moving but not as controlled as 1st. 

3rd Holder’s MONIFA VILLAGE DESTROYER a mature 4-year-old brawny male who has the look of strength and power. Not happy to be gone over. I could see he has a strong head, decent forequarters, substantial body and hindquarters. Movement was unsettled and rear action needs to strengthen and have more width of drive.

Novice (Bitch)

1st Forde’s BIMROTHESHIRE GYPSY a shapely 2- year-old who is of moderate size and has pleasing body substance and a strong look. She is pleasing in head which I preferred to 2nd with good length of neck all in proportion to her whole body. She has good width in front and is firm over her moderately angled shoulder. Pleasing ribbing, maybe a little long in loin, but acceptable for me in a bitch, and nicely let down hindquarters. Moved with enthusiasm and better mover of this class. Reserve Bitch CC.

2nd Nelson’s BOSVIGO GIANI VINCI a nicely made 2-year-old who is of pleasing quality and balanced in profile. She is breed typical all through and looks good when in show stance. Could be truer in front but pleasing in overall proportions of body and angulations in front and rear. Disappointed on the move.
Open (Bitch)

1st Welch’s CH ELTHOR DARK ALTA a 21-month-old strong and powerful looking bitch who is well boned, well bodied and has substance but does not lose any of her feminine breed qualities. Breed typical and attractive in head and expression. Sound in front being true and of ideal width. Sound and firm in body with substance giving the impression of strength. Pleasing angulations front and rear. Moved well, true and free. Best Bitch, Reserve Best of Breed and Best Locally Bred in Show.
2nd Holder’s MONIFA SUGAR AND SPICE a very smart shapely nearly 3-year-old mature, well bodied, substantial bitch. A bit reticent and needing to assess more from appearance. Attractive head with a strong powerful appearance but retaining her femininity. She could be truer in front but has good length of body and has enough angulations front and rear presenting a pleasing standing profile. Moved well enough but needing to settle in front. 
Boxer 

Open (Dog)

1st Wilson’s GALICAR IN THE NICK AT KAIBO a 21-month-old strapping male who has muscular elegant lines. Pleasing in overall shape, balance and proportions. Pleasing head shape and expression. True parallel front, well boned, sturdy body and strong nicely angled hindquarters. Free and easy movement. Best of Breed and CC.

Variety Classes
Veteran

1st Hamilton-Outcalt’s CH CROWNRIDGE BUBBLILICIOUS (AI) C.D.X. a 7-year-old mature Rhodesian Ridgeback bitch who is pleasing in overall shape. Pleasing breed typical head, reachy neck and sturdy, well-built body. True in front, good depth of chest and balanced in angulation front and rear. Strong firm loin. Moved with a steady, free action. Best Veteran in Show.
